Tip:   When making half-square triangles, try placing a piece of masking tape on the 
bed of your machine, straight out from the needle.  Put the bottom point of the 
squares you’re sewing on the edge of the masking tape and sew, following the 
masking tape line all the way to the needle.  Perfect half-square triangles every time!
